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IMPROV LOG CABIN TRIANGLES CLASS: 4 hours (approx.) live class

Quilters love making "log cabin" blocks: Start with a small square, and add longer rectangles to
each side. It's intuitive and relaxing. But when you try log cabin piecing with triangles, sharp
angles are amplified, and quickly become awkward.

My cure: Piece on a triangular paper backing. This sets up delightfully opposing energies.
Spontaneous piecing makes each triangle dance to your unique beat. But the backing helps
ensure that, in the end, everything will fit. And when pieced 60 degree triangles fit, it's a setup
for serendipity, with shimmering kaleidoscopic and dimensional effects.

You'll learn a very relaxed no-mistake approach to make many different stitch-and-flip
triangles, and turn them into a sparkling 24-triangle 14" wide kaleidoscopic piece. Use it as a
table mat; a pillow; a wallhanging; or the start of a larger quilt.

If you use solids, it will have a modern look like this:
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And if you choose batiks, it will have a watercolor look like this:
Collect a few light, medium, and dark shades of several different hues. You don't need a lot of
each different fabric — this is a great way to use a precut pack of 2.5" strips or fat quarters.

SUPPLIES:



Students should cut 3 34" high paper triangles in advance. Print them from the document |
send you. In addition, participants will need:

Rotary cutter and mat. You will use it to cut paper as well as fabric.
Sewing machine. Straight stitch only is needed for this project.
Fabric scissors; and scissors for paper.

Plastic 60° equilateral triangle rotary cutting ruler If you already own a 60° triangle ruler
that's at least 3 34" tall, use it. If you don’t own one yet, it's worth spending a little more
for a large size, at least 7" high. There are many brands, most inexpensive. You can also
use a kite-shaped ruler (which has one 60°, one 120°, and two 90° angles), like Clearview

Triangle's Super 60(TM) cutting template.
Ironing board and iron.

Each student will also receive a digital copy of my booklet, “Modern Paper Pieced Log Cabin
Triangle Quilts”, in advance. | suggest you either print out or have it handy on a device during
the workshop.
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Description
Starting from treebarks as an inspiration, we are going to work on a small wallhanging and will
learn through this, how to work with acrylic felt and painted bondaweb. Those materials will be
free motion stiched and, with an embossing tool, melted into a treebark form. You can also use
what you learn here for other works, that can be either abstract or from a real inspiration.

Material list:

Sewing maschine with a normal foot and a darning foot

Iron and small ironing table or a big towel

1 piece of acrylic felt in brown or black or beige or grey (about 20-30cm) Very

important! try before the class if you can melt it: pin a small piece on your iron

board and use your ambossing toll — it should melt and not smell like if it was burnt!

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Doodle Quilting

Choose a simple shape, stitch around it, divide it up and fill with different quilting patterns
for spectacular results. The small, packed designs hide a multitude of sins while helping you
practise new quilting patterns.

This technique is easier than it looks and is suitable for beginners as well as more
experienced quilters and there will be lots of hints and tips to share. You will have the
opportunity to practise the patterns before committing them to your chosen design.

Requirements:

Background fabric approximately A4 in size. Use something that will show your stitching
well*

Backing fabric approximately A4 in size*

Wadding approximately A4 in size*. | use Quilters Dream 100% polyester in mid weight, but
any firm wadding will be suitable

Please draw a simple image on the background fabric and then sandwich with the wadding
and backing fabric. Spray basting is ideal but you can pin or hand baste if you prefer

A second fabric/wadding/sandwich for practising stitching™®

Fabric for binding

Size 80 Topstitch needle if you have it*

Polyester machine embroidery thread*

A sirﬁple image*

A fine pencil or erasible pen

* A kit can be provided at a cost of £15 with a design already drawn
